Actions:

1) Jin Sam Kwan to consider what elements of #0002 should be incorporated into #0003 and provide a new draft version of #003 to Sassan Ahmadi and Yousuf Saifullah, as soon as possible.

2) Yousuf to build on the new draft by incorporating elements of #0004 into the draft revision of #0003 as required, also with revision marks, and pass it to Sassan well before the deadline of 7 March 2007 AOE.

3) All: please provide any comments or additional inputs for #0003 to Sassan as soon as possible.

4) Based on all the inputs Sassan to upload a Revision 1 of #0003 before the deadline of 7 March 2007 AOE.

Paul Cheng informed the meeting that he is working on a contribution on the link budget template that will be submitted before the deadline of 7 March 2007 AOE.  No other contributions were announced or known.

The possibility and target contents for a contribution to the June meeting of WP 5D were discussed but no conclusion was reached.  This will continue to be discussed at the March and May meetings of IEEE 802.16 according to the IEEE 802.16 ITU liaison group workplan in IEEE L802.16-08/058r2.
