1. Introduction

This document describes the procedure to be followed by the IEEE 802.16 WG for configuration control management of documents, approved by the WG as "controlled" documents.  The list of documents subject to this procedure is given in section 2.  The goal of this procedure is to enable timely, controlled and approved introductions of changes into the documents, enabling them to reflect the consensus of the WG for their content.

2. Documents subject to the CCMP

The following documents are subject to this configuration control procedure:

1. Project 802.16m System Requirements Document (SRD)

2. Project 802.16m  System Description Document (SSD)

3. This document (CCPD)

All those documents are (to be) approved by the WG and can only be changed by WG approval. They serve as baseline documents for the standard development, and for other possible outputs of the WG.
3. Configuration Control Procedures

1. All documents, after being drafted by the corresponding task group, will be brought to the WG approval

2. A standing committee will be appointed by the WG chair for each document in the documents listed in section 2 above. 

3. Any change request (CR) to any of the documents will be uploaded, as a commentary file, by the requester to the appropriate area in the upload directory. 

4. The standing committee chair will collect all the CR's received no later than (10)  days prior to a session, into a commentary file. 

5. The standing committee will consider all the CR's and should provide a recommendation for the WG to approve, conditionally approve, or reject each of the CRs, at the opening plenary.  The standing committee may conduct its discussions by e-mail or teleconference.

6. All the CRs will be brought for WG approval at the opening plenary of the WG session. A motion to accept the standing committee recommendations will be made at the plenary. A vote will be made for each of the CR's. A CR can only be approved by consensus (75%). 

7. Time will be allotted to each during the session to discuss CR's, which were not approved during the opening plenary session. 

8. All the CR's not approved at the opening plenary will be discussed at a meeting, during the session and will be brought, to the WG closing plenary for consideration. The meeting may provide a recommended resolution to the WG.

9. The standing committee may, at its discretion), to remove the document from this Configuration Control Procedure, and issue a re-affirmation by the WG.

10. The TGm may during a session create and bring forward a CR for consideration at the closing plenary of the WG.
