1. Introduction
This proposal provides clarification of Scanning function in SDD since there is no function block defined for scanning operation in Protocol Structure in current version of SDD.
The Scanning is a PHY layer operation performs neighbor scanning during a given available time referred to scanning interval and this is neither a function of PHY control block nor control signaling block.   

2. Proposed Text for SDD
Add a new function block ‘Scanning’ besides the PHY control block in figure 4, 5, 6, 14, 15, 16

· Scanning
· Control Signaling

PHY Control block handles PHY signaling such as ranging, measurement/feedback (CQI), and HARQ ACK/NACK. Based on CQI and HARQ ACK/NACK, PHY Control block estimates channel environment of 10 MS, and performs link adaptation via adjusting modulation and coding scheme (MCS) or power level. 11
Scanning block handles scanning operation during an available time. This block also manages scan request and response message in order to negotiate scanning interval and scan report message in order to report the result of neighbor scanning.
Sleep Mode Management block handles sleep mode operation. Sleep Mode Management block may also generate management messages related to sleep operation, and may communicate with Scheduler block in order 16 to operate properly according to sleep period. 17
