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1. Introduction
Basic idle mode operation for IEEE 802.16m is described in harmonized contribution C80216m-09_0597.doc or its latest revision. However the location of transmitting paging message is TBD.

In section 10.5.2.1.4 of SDD, It mentioned that paging message is transmitted at pre-determined location but location is TBD. This contribution specifies the location of transmitting paging message.

If MS wake up at paging listening interval and detect the change in system configuration, then MS is required to acquire complete system configuration information. While MS is acquiring system information, Paging messages may be lost because MS may not know the frame configuration in order to decode the paging message. However, SFH frequency partition is pre-known to MSs. Therefore, MS in Idle mode is not require to acquire the complete system configuration and MS is still able to decode paging messages. 

Therefore, we propose that paging messages are transmitted in SFH frequency partition after the SFH. Paging cycle and paging offset can be used to distribute the load in different super-frame.
