IEEE 802.16's Task Group m (TGm) held its twenty second session during the IEEE 802.16 Session #68.5 at the Hyatt Regency, Calgary, Canada. The session was chaired by the the TGm Chair Brian Kiernan, with Vice Chair Phillip Barber, and acting secretary Rakesh Taori.
1) Monday, August 16, 2010 – Afternoon Session (TGm Opening)
The TGm Vice Chair called the TGm Opening session to order at 1:08 PM.
1. Introductions, admin and agenda approval
The chair introduced the officers of TGm and presented the opening report for the session (802.16m-10/0024).
The chair informed the group that the return rate for the first sponsor ballot recirculation was 83% return rate with a 62% approval rate.
The chair then showed a spreadsheet detailing the distribution of the received comments and contributions on a per topic basis. The chair announced that based on the received comments, there would be two parallel sessions during the day, and that three ad-hoc sessions would run in parallel in the three TGm rooms on Monday and Tuesday evening. The following topics were identified for ad-hoc discussion:

a. Security
b. Multicarrier
c. Handover
d. Network Entry
For the room allocation the chair asked for a show of hands for gauging the number of attendees for the PHY and the Mac session. 22 people expressed that they would attend MAC session, around 28 expressed that they would attend PHY + Others. It was decided that PHY would meet in Room A, while the MAC would meet in room B.

There was a question from the floor on late comments. The chair informed that the late comments will be included in the commentary database.

The chair announced that the room assignment and comment handling for the main tracks and the ad-hoc sessions would be in accordance with the spreadsheet shown earlier (uploaded to the temp directory), and that updates, if any would be posted. Members were advised to look for updates on a regular basis.
Next order of business was to assign ad-hoc leads. Jaeweon Cho volunteered for leading the Multicarrier ad-hoc, Kelvin Chou volunteered for leading the Handover adhoc and Jung Je Son volunteered to lead the adhocs on Network Entry and Security.

With the room allocation and the ad-hoc sessions clearly defined, and the comments duly assigned, the chair then moved to approve the revised agenda.

The patent policy information was provided to the task group and the chair provided an opportunity for participants to identify patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of essential patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard; No statements were received.
The chair then showed the slides related to patent claims and made a request for disclosures, if any. None were received. 
4. SDD Comment Resolution 
There were no SDD comments submitted to this meeting.
5. Attendance
There was a slightly different procedure this time. The chair walked the group through the attendance process and informed them that the attendance only needs to be done once.
6. Guidance on Sponsor Ballot comment handling (1:40 pm)
The Chair asked everyone to adhere to the process of Sponsor ballot. The chair reminded everyone that the outcome of the comment resolution pertaining to any comment shall be one the three:
1. Agree – similar to what we have been labeling as “accept” in the LB stage, 
2. Principle – similar to “Accepted Modify”, and

3. Disagree – similar to “Reject”.(Agree is similar to “Accept”, Principle is similar to “Accept-Modify”, and Disagree is similar to “Reject”).
4. There is no option to withdraw.
The chair reminded everyone that due attention should be paid to the reason for rejection, when the comment resolution is “Disagree”.

The chair informed the group that they can ask for deferral of their comments. However, the comments would only be deferred until all the comments are handled once. Subsequently, the tracj chairs will go through the comments in the order that they were deferred. 

Late comments will be handled after the deferred comments (at the end).

There was a question on Maintenance related comments. The Main chair John Labs is not present in the meeting. The chair informed that there are only MAC related comments submitted to the Maintenance task group and therefore these will be dealt with in the MAC session.

The chair noted that the D8 needs to be available by 27th at the latest so that a re-circ can be issued in time. This was assuming a 15-day re-circ. However, the chair noted that we can reduce this to 10 -12 days.
