Resolution 6.3.1	 Resolution regarding 8802-3 and 8802-5 Standards


 At its meeting in Berlin SC6/WG3 considered the effects of its resolution in Seoul to encourage IEEE immediate publication of a consolidated standard and to pursue Fast Track approval of that document rather than piece-by-piece approval of each amendment. It was found that this method has been success�ful to date and has improved the quality of the standard by encouraging earlier integration of amendments with the main text.





SC6/WG3 encourages IEEE 802.3 and 802.5 to continue forward with this approach. SC6/WG 3 recognizes and welcomes the invitation by IEEE 802.3 and 802.5 that international experts participate in IEEE 802.3 and 802.5 Standards Development as "International Observers". International Observers will have the same rights and access to IEEE 802.3 and 802.5 Working Group documents as existing 802.3 and 802.5 Observers without having to attend a meeting to establish their Observer status. Potential "International Observers" should have an established relationship with their National Body. They may request "International Observer" status by direct e-mail with the chair of IEEE 802.3, Geoff Thompson <Geoff_Thompson@baynetworks.com> and/or with the chair of IEEE802.5, Robert Love <RDLOVE@US.IBM.COM>
