Letter ballots are an enormous amount of work for the leadership due to the large size of the group. The only way to get it processed accurately and in a timely manor is for people to cooperate and following the instructions. 

In case there is an error in the voters list and you believe you are an 802.11 voting member and your name is not in the voters list, you  MUST vote to maintain your voters status.

1) Names: In the header of comment response form, please fill in your name in the <First Name>, <Last Name> fields.  Do not use your initials or anything else.

2) "Part of No vote” Column: For any comment that is not part of your “NO” vote, mark it as "not part of a no vote" by entering “no” in the column. Any voter that votes “NO” may have at least one comment marked “yes” as part support for their “NO” vote.  Any voter that votes “YES” should not have any comments marked “yes” in this column.

3) "comment/explanation" and "recommended change" columns: These are pretty self explanatory. Please keep the explanation of the comment separate from what you want done as a result of your reasoning. The voting group is too large for the study group to be interpreting what you are requesting.   Please remember that all “No” votes MAY be accompanied by comments which include specific reasons and enough information for the group to understand what you desire in order to change your “no” to a “yes”. 

4) Reference numbers: If you choose to include a page / number reference in your comments, please do so by putting is as text at the start of your comment. Do NOT put this info in the section number field. 
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
