This standard is the 4th in the series of contactless integrated circuit cards - Proximity Cards.  The FCD text has been developed by SC17/WG8.  The CD text (N 1629) received one negative vote from Australia which the working group hope has been resolved though there has been no opportunity for feedback from Australia.  The ballot results for the CD is contained in N 1677 and the Disposition of Comments  in N 1690.
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
