Recommended Practice versus a (supplemental) standard.
1. Remove sub-clause 10.2 (AWMA)

2. Retain sub-clause 10.2 (AWMA)
· TG2 PAR states that TG2 can “suggest modifications to other IEEE 802.15 standard(s) to enhance coexistence…” 

· TG2 PAR states that TG2 can “suggest recommended practices for IEEE Std 802.11-1999 devices to facilitate coexistence …” 

· Based upon the scope of the TG2 PAR the task group has decided to retain clause 10.2.
· IEEE 802.11 can choose to extend 802.11 to incorporate material from 802.15.2 clause 10.2.

Enhanced voice and AFH are not harmonized with Bluetooth SIG
1. Harmonize with BT SIG

2. Remove sub-clauses 11.2, 12.2 and 12.3

3. Retain sub-clauses 11.2, 12.2 and 12.3
All attempts at harmonization with Bluetooth SIG failed. TG2 voted previously to retain enhanced voice and AFH. Sub-clauses 11.2, 12.2 and 12.3 will be retained.

Interference Model is informative and not normative
· Move clauses of  the interference model to an annex.

· Keep clauses where they currently are in the draft and mark as informative.
Agreed that the interference model is informative and those clauses will be moved to an annex.

FCC currently does not allow for AFH.
· Retain AFH clause

· Remove AFH clause
· FCC issued an NPRM in May 2001 which would allow AFH

· R&O expected before completion of the draft

· Will retain AFH clause

TG2 Decision

Only covers 802.11b and 802.15.1
· Include 802.11 e, g, h, I and 802.15.3 and .4

· Delay the draft until they are completed.

· Do not include
· These drafts have not been finalized, therefore they will not be included in the 802.15.2 draft.

Additional simulation for more scenarios are needed
· Perform additional simulations

· No additional simulations
· Extensive simulations have been already performed

· Resources prevent additional simulations in a timely fashion

Title is general while content is specific to 802.11b and 802.15.1
· Change title

· Retain title
· PAR title was recently (April 2002) changed.

· At that time the task group decided to keep title general so that through a maintenance PAR additional systems could be included

Definition of coexistence is not precise or quantifiable
· Keep definition unchanged

· Continue to debate the definition of coexistence and delay the draft

· Remove definition
· No viable precise and quantifiable definition available

· Will retain current definition
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
