5.1 Approximate number of people expected to be actively involved in the development of this project: 200
5.2 Scope: This amendment specifies improved mechanisms, as policies and medium access control enhancements, to enable
coexistence among license-exempt systems based on IEEE Standard 802.16 and to facilitate the coexistence of such systems with
primary users.

5.4 Purpose: This amendment provides measures to increase the efficiency and robustness of license-exempt operation.
5.5 Need for the Project: This standard will improve the coexistence in license-exempt (LE) operation for IEEE 802.16 fixed
wireless systems. It will reduce the potential for interference caused by such systems sharing the same LE bands. The mechanisms
specified need to be widely implemented and interoperable for their benefits to be realized, so standardization is required. As result
there will be improved user service experience and increased robustness and efficiency of spectrum use. This will expand the market
opportunities for enterprise, service provider, and consumer applications.
