Introduction

At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group’s Session #61, Reza Arefi, Chair of the ITU-R Liaison Group, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0047), including lists of background documents and input contributions, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting.

Results of the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting


The ITU-R Liaison Group met during afternoon of Monday, 04 May 2009, all day on Tuesday, 5 May 2009, all day on Wednesday, 6 May 2009, and from 08:00 to 10:00? on Thursday, 7 May 2009, in Cairo, Egypt, chaired by Reza Arefi. The Chair also presented updates on IMT-Advanced work to the TGm opening and closing meetings.
At the Monday WG Opening Plenary, the Chair presented the opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0047), including lists of background documents and input contributions, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting.

Agreed Objectives for Session #61
During the opening meeting of 4 May 2009, the group agreed to the following Objectives for Session #61:

1. Review contribution #2 on IMT-Advanced, update if necessary

2. Initiate development of final submission for IMT-Advanced

3. Review input contributions. Update drafts of TDT (incl. LBT), SCT, and SPECT.

4. Prepare CfC on PCT, including supporting simulations

5. Prepare contributions towards update of Revision 8 of M.1457

6. Consider other input(s) to ITU on IMT-2000 update, IMT-Advanced, and other topics as appropriate, submit to 802.18 for review as appropriate

7. Review input liaison statements, prepare responses, and communicate with other groups as appropriate

8. Update workplan regarding IMT-2000 and IMT-Advanced activities as appropriate

Objective 1: Review contribution #2 on IMT-Advanced, update if necessary 

The group reviewed contribution #2 (L802.16-09/0031) and concluded that no update is necessary.
Objective 2: Initiate development of final submission for IMT-Advanced
The group agreed on a general structure for the final submission (contribution #3). It was decided that final submission will consist of three parts as follows:

Part I – focusing on general description of the RIT, TDT characteristics and link budget templates

Part II – focusing on self-evaluation report including compliance templates

Part III – Other material per ITU-R requirements

Objective 3: Update drafts of TDT (incl. LBT), SCT, and SPECT based on input contributions
We considered all input received. Updated documents are available at http://itu.wirelessman.org. Updated documents are:

1) L802.16-09/0022d1: Working Document on Technology Description Template – Characteristics Template (TDT)

2) L802.16-09/0023d1: Working Document on Technology Description Template – Link Budget Template (LBT)
3) L802.16-09/0024d1: Working Document on Compliance Templates
4) L802.16-09/0025d1: Simulation Assumptions and Configuration Parameters for IMT-Advanced Test Environments

Objective 4: Prepare CfC on PCT including supporting simulations
Liaison Group created a Call for Comments and Contributions on this subject.

5) L802.16-09/0056: Call for Comments and Contributions for IMT-Advanced submissions

Based on input contributions, ITU Liaison Group identified the following areas as open and requiring specific attention. Agreement is needed on the following parameters essential for performing simulations to complete IMT-Advanced compliance templates.

· Channel coding for A-MAP: To be used for both LBT and PCT
· Midamble: To be used in PCT

· MCS schemes inclusive of rate matching, repetition factor, and coding rate: To be used in both LBT and PCT 
· Completion of the design for the rest of the control channels, e.g., SFH, SFBCH, Sounding, IR, BW-REQ: To be used for both LBT and PCT

· Open-loop Power control: To be used in PCT
· Persistent scheduling: To be used in PCT (VoIP simulations)
ITU Liaison Group Chair presented this list to TGm closing session and asked members to consider the above in their work. It was noted from the floor that last two items on the list are already closed.

Objective 5: Prepare contribution towards update of Revision 8 of M.1457
The group developed the following documents in response to contributions from France (L802.16-09/0040) and Germany (L802.16-09/0041). 

6) L802.16-09/0048: [Draft] Contribution to ITU-R WP 5D regarding Document 5D/421
7) L802.16-09/0049: [Draft] Contribution to ITU-R WP 5D regarding Document 5D/422

These documents will be submitted to next 802.18 meeting to be held 11-15 May in Montreal, Canada, for their review and subsequent submission, as authorized, to the IEEE’s ITU-R Technical Liaison for contribution to ITU.

Objective 6: Consider other input(s) to ITU on IMT-2000 update, IMT-Advanced, and other topics as appropriate, submit to 802.18 for review as appropriate
Covered under Objective 5. No other activity in this regard.
Objective 7: Review input liaison statements, prepare responses, and communicate with other groups as appropriate
