This was necessary due to larger set of calibration information and simulation received which resulted in changes to LBT and PCT. We also made extensive editorial clean-up and incorporated an updated SDD as a result of comment resolution in TGm. A related activity was preparation of 802.16m-09/0047 by TGm editor to complement simulation assumptions in Part 4 of the submission. This document is referenced in the submission.
