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IEEE 802.16 ITU-R Liaison Group (ITU-R LG) Activities for IMT-Advanced Evaluation 

Participation Information

ITU-R Working Party 5D (WP 5D) has established an online Correspondence Group (CG) to facilitate discussions on Step 4 of the ITU-R process (external evaluations of IMT-Advanced Radio Interface Technology (RIT) candidates). Terms of Reference of this CG is contained in IEEE L802.16-09/0122 (5D/TEMP/270). According to this document, the CG is to be used for communication between the external Independent Evaluation Groups (IEG) and the proponents as well as for communication among IEGs. This CG is not fully open to the public; communication through this CG is to be handled by certain individuals, known as designated representatives, identified to the ITU-R by the proponents and the IEGs. These individuals have the ability to read and post messages and documents to the CG web site. Others with an ITU-R TIES account can obtain read access. IEEE’s designated representatives are:

In order to facilitate the process of participation in the CG, IEEE 802.16 ITU-R LG has established the following process to maintain participation of WG members in the ITU-R CG process. 
1. IEEE 802.16 ITU-R LG reflector for IMT-Advanced evaluation activities is <stds-802-16-itu@ieee.org>.
2. Interested WG Members and Observers are requested to send an email to ITU-R LG Chair (reza.arefi@ieee.org) to be subscribed to the reflector.
3. IEEE designated representatives will forward to the ITU-R LG reflector all CG questions and comments applicable to IEEE proposed RIT for IMT-Advanced.
4. IEEE designated representatives will set an expected timeline for providing answers/comments back to ITU-R CG for every comment/question they post to the ITU-R LG email reflector.
5. Reflector participants are encouraged to harmonize their views prior to posting to the ITU-R LG reflector but in case of differing views on how to comment or answer questions, IEEE 802.16 ITU-R LG Chair will act as coordinator to facilitate reaching consensus through conference calls, etc.

6. IEEE designated representatives will post to the ITU-R CG, and a copy to ITU-R LG reflector, final responses/comments/questions as appropriate.
