These phases shall only be performed if the SS has indicated in the REG-REQ message that it is a managed SS. Implementation of phases o), p) and q) at the RS is optional. These phases shall only be performed if the RS has indicated in the REG-REQ message that it is a managed RS.
[Modify the paragraph starting in line 28 in page 106 as follows:]
Implementation of phase b1), l), m) are optional. The MR-BS may instruct the RS to omit phases e), f), g),

l), m), nr) by the RS network entry optimization TLV in the RNG-RSP message.

[Insert a new sub clause 6.3.9.17 in page 111 as follows:]
6.3.9.17 Path creation and tunnel establishment 

This step may be performed to create a path, to establish tunnels and to bind the tunnels to this path after a RS completes the procedure of access RS selection. The tunnels, if established, could only be management tunnel and transport tunnel for the single tunnel case. 
These tunnels are established using DSA-REQ/RSP management message. The path creation and binding of tunnel CIDs to the established path shall be performed as per 6.3.27.2.
