When CDMA_RNG_FLAG is set to 1, but dedicated code/opportunity is NOT assigned, the ABS cannot know when the AMS completes HO CDMA ranging procedure until receiving the AAI-RNG-REQ from the AMS.
Therefore, in this case, Seamless HO shall not be used.
