1. Introduction
Group parameter Create/Change TLV is no longer a parameter in 16m operation but the TLV is still used in P802.16m/D6. In addition, there are two parameters defined named as Croup Create/Change parameter and Coupled Group Create/Change parameter whose usages are similar with that of Group parameter Create/Change TLV. The Coupled Group Create/Change parameter is used to establish a pair of DL and UL transport connections through one DSA transaction, and the Group Create/Change parameter is to setup more than one transport connections through one DSA transaction. 
In this contribution, texts are proposed to clean up the usage of Group Create/Change parameter and Coupled Group Create/Change parameter in section 16.2.10.2 connection management.
