SON may trigger ABS(s) to reconfigure and/or restart. The ABS may announce the upcoming action of its reconfiguration and/or restart in advance using AAI_SON_ADV message.
Before ABS changes its FA, it may send AAI_SON-ADV message which includes the current FA down​time, new FA and its up time to AMS. The AMS may perform network re-entry into the same ABS, at the new FA uptime and continue with its session, when it receives this AAI_SON-ADV message.
The ABS may store MAC context information of the AMS being served by it. Such information allows AMS to perform optimized network re-entry into the same ABS after reconfiguration.
