· PHY and MAC features presented

· Node types (FFN- Full Function Node, RFN- Reduced Function Node)

· Designed for ultra-low duty cycle operation: < 0.1% to 1%
· Node transmitters off more than 99% of the time network is in operation

· Multiple PHYs: 868, 915 MHz, 2.4 GHz

· Devices above 16 dBm must be capable of power reduction to below 4 dBm

· Designed for applications tolerant of message latency; multiple retries acceptable
