1 Within these work areas, copies of working documents and drafts from either Party are for coordination (information only) and shall be made available free of charge to the other on request by mutual consent. The dissemination by one Party of the documents received from the other Party will be strictly limited to the participants in the IEEE Working Group activities and members of the [OTHER PARTY] Project Group, and solely for the purpose of technical and/or promotional activities relating to the Party's work program. For all purposes as between IEEE and [OTHER PARTY], all copyright, patent and other intellectual and industrial rights embodied in these documents, and any copies thereof, remains with the Party originating them (subject to rights retained by any person contributing to such documents) and extends to all media in which the information may be embodied. Neither Party shall use, reproduce or copy any of the documents provided by the other Party except for use within the respective working groups and shall not incorporate text/graphics from one Party’s documents or drafts into the deliverables of the other Party without the other Party's prior written consent.

IEEE and [OTHER PARTY] undertake to make every endeavor to use electronic document handling in their exchange of documents. 

2 Within the context of this MOU and by mutual consent, a nominated Observer from the [OTHER PARTY] Project Groups to the relevant IEEE Working Groups and vice-versa may be permitted when the agenda contains items of mutual interest. In principle, no more than one Observer may be allowed in a Working Group unless the relevant Chairperson agrees.

Observers shall, to the extent permitted by the relevant Party's organizational documents, be entitled to participate fully in discussions on relevant work items, and may, to the extent permitted by the relevant Party's organizational documents, submit written contributions with status information that complies with the other Party’s IP policies (including copyright and patent policies), but shall have no voting rights unless such rights are granted by the policies of the other organization. Incorporation of text/graphics from copyrighted draft documents into the deliverables of the other Party requires written permission between the Parties and is explicitly excluded from the scope of this MOU.  

Should there be duplication of technical or planning activities, Observers should inform the Chairperson of the IEEE Working Group or the [OTHER PARTY] Project Group in which they are participating about such cases.
